Sea Story for Shipmate President Laurie Bailey

Nearing the end of my naval reserve career, | was assigned to a Mobile Inshore Underwater Mobile Unit which
was an operational unit that mobilized to remote regions, worked in shipping containers converted into mobile ops and
camped in tents and ate MRE’s. This was all new to me as | was a Yeoman in an office most of my career.

Right after being assigned, we were sent orders for a six day multi service training exercise on the beach at
Camp Lejeune, NC and being a new unit, departments hadn’t been set up yet and all personnel were assigned different
duties. Even as a Chief, | was assigned roving patrol through the sand dunes in eight hour shifts and as a result, my
ankles swelled up from all the salt in the MRE’s (I don’t eat a lot of salt normally). | got a day of bed rest for the
swelling but the next day, | was assigned the first shift in the exercise as a watch captain with infra-red binoculars and
saw these bobbing objects out in the ocean and told the watch officer about them. He said, “Good Job, Chief Bailey!
You have just started our exercise by sighting the enemy coming ashore”. He informed the CO of the sighting and was
praised by him also. That felt like | really contributed to the whole thing. As it was the end of my shift, | was sent to
the nearest fox hole to wait for further orders. Let’s just say after digging that fox hole that day, | really didn’t want to
go down and sleep in one. Those six days were the hardest of my career but the ones that | will remember always.

CODE OFCONDUCT

Members and guests must be orderly and responsible at all times. Vulgarity, profanity, or indecent conduct will not be tolerated.
Comments reflecting unfavorably on the Armed Forces, the Fleet Reserve Association or the Home will not be tolerated.
Members and guests shall be responsible to the Home Manager or his/her representative for their conduct while on Home
property.

The sponsor shall be held responsible for the conduct of his/her guests at all times while on Home property.

Members and guests will leave Home property immediately after being requested to do so by the Home Manager or his
representative as a result of violations of the Home Rules or Code of Conduct.

If a person threatens bodily harm to another person, or refuses to leave Home property when requested to do so, the Home
Manager or his/her representative is empowered to seek outside assistance, including the calling of law enforcement agencies.
Alcoholic beverages will be dispensed strictly in accordance with the provisions of South Carolinalaw.

Persons visibly under the influence of alcoholic beverages, or deemed to be so by the Home Manager or his/her
representative, shall not be served alcoholic beverages and will be requested to leave the Home.

No person under the age of sixteen years will be allowed on the premises after 2200.

Home property will not be removed from the premises except with the express written consent of the Home Manager.

The Home Committee shall address breaches of the Code of Conduct by: a) issuing a verbal reprimand from the Home
Committee Chairman; b) issuing a written reprimand from the Home Committee Chairman; or c) suspending the Home
privileges of an offending member. Said responses will be determined by the Home Committee based upon the seriousness of
the breach or breaches and the number of occurrences. Suspensions will be of such length, as deemed appropriate. The
Home Committee may reinstate the Home privileges of a suspended member after an appropriate length of time.

The Home Committee shall address breaches of the Code of Conduct by guests based upon the seriousness of the breach or
breaches by barring the guest from the FRA Home, Inc. for an appropriate length of time commensurate with the offense.
